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This following information is provided to clarify “Masters Degrees in Closely Related Field” as listed in Pattern II of the Examination Bulletin for Senior Vocational Rehabilitation Counselor, Qualified Rehabilitation Professional.

The Education Requirement in Pattern II reads as follows:  

“Possession of a Master’s Degree in Counseling or a closely related field from a recognized institution and successful completion of one graduate course with a primary focus on the Theories and Techniques of Counseling. “

Degrees that are considered to be closely related are:

Psychology with emphasis/ major concentration in one of the following areas: 
a. Clinical Psychology
b. Counseling Psychology
c. Educational Psychology
d. Industrial/ Organizational Psychology
e. School Psychology

Social Work (MSW)

Education with emphasis/ major concentration in one of the following areas: 
a. Rehabilitation Counseling
b. Special Education
c. Educational Counseling  
d. Counseling and Guidance
e. Career Counseling
f. Mental Health Counseling
g. Community Counseling
h. School Counseling

Marriage and Family Therapy (MFT)

Marriage, Family and Child Counseling (MFCC)

Vocational Evaluation 

Counseling: All degrees identified as Masters Degrees in Counseling regardless of emphasis meet the standard for Pattern II. 
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
