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Under the authority of Title VIIB, section 713 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, the 2021-2023 State Plan for Independent Living (SPIL) sets forth goals and objectives for the development of independent living services in California. The SPIL indicates the commitment of the State Independent Living Council (SILC) and the California Department of Rehabilitation (DOR) to fund a not for profit organization to function as the Network Hub to provide guidance to the State's Independent Living Network for coordinating policy education on issues that impact the lives of Californians with disabilities.

The California Department of Rehabilitation (DOR) intends to award one grant of up to $937,500 for 30 months, starting 1/1/2021 and ending 6/30/2023, with the option to extend for up to 6 additional months upon satisfactory performance, as determined by the DOR and the availability of federal funds for this purpose, to the following organizations:

· California Foundation for Independent Living Centers (CFILC)

Applicants have 30 days to request a review of the funding decisions. Information about applicants’ appeal rights and requesting public records in accordance with California Code of Regulations, Title 9, Section 7334(d) and Section XIV of the RFA. Consequently, the funding is not guaranteed until there has been a final determination of any such appeals.
