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Department of Rehabilitation Budget
The Department of Rehabilitation’s (DOR) revised budget for fiscal year (FY) 2020-2021 is $483.4 million. Funding for vocational rehabilitation consumer services is $186.9 million. The DOR continues to operate under a Federal Order of Selection process, and will be providing services to individuals in Priority Category One, eligible individuals with the most significant disabilities; Priority Category Two, eligible individuals with significant disabilities, who apply on or before June 30, 2020; and Priority Category Three, eligible individuals with disabilities who applied on or before August 31,2019, including individuals who are current on the Waiting List, shall be served in addition to those individuals declared eligible by Declaration dated June 21, 2019.

Total proposed budget for FY 2020-21 is $483,457 and includes:
· General Fund – $73,814 including $4,255 in Local Assistance
· Federal Funds – $395,002 including $10,066 in Local Assistance

May Revision
1. Spring Finance BCP - Extension of Reimbursement Authority for the CalFresh Outreach Program: Requests to extend reimbursement authority of $1.2 million for FY 2020-21 to continue implementation of the CalFresh Outreach Program via an interagency agreement with the Department of Social Services. DOR will continue to work with independent living centers, non-profit organizations that serve approximately 20,000 Californians with disabilities annually, to inform their consumers of the changes that allow certain recipients of Social Security benefits to receive CalFresh benefits. 

2. Reduction in Independent Living Centers: Proposal to reduce General Fund local assistance by $2,120,000 as part of the Administration’s overall General Fund reduction in response to the projected budget deficit caused by COVID-19.
